Seniors will be able to paint their spot ($30 fee) before school begins.

The schedule is as follows:
August 8 — August 9 (Teacher Pre-planning) - during & after school hours.
August 12 - August 16 - After school hours
August 19 - 23 - After school hours

The school will NOT be providing any painting materials (paint, brushes, water
buckets/water) or refreshments. You are allowed to bring family members or friends to
assist you in painting. All old painted spots have been painted over to allow students to
start with a clean spot.

All designs must be preapproved by the Student Activities Director. Please
download, print and complete the Parking Painting Form and bring it to rooms 04-
068/04-066 along with cash or a check/money order for $30 made out to Buchholz High
School.

Although you can paint whatever you may like for your spot, if it is deemed
inappropriate, it will be painted over by the school (no reference to alcohol, drugs,
profanity, or sex).

Below are the size requirements for your design. Please DO NOT make it any larger
than specified, your design must be a foot within the lines of the parking space and spot
number. Please provide your own material as listed below.

Hand Sanitizer

1. Please return this form completed in the boxes labeled “Painted Parking” in the office or in Mrs. Bowers’
room (4-068/04-066).

2. When your design is approved, you will receive a text from Student Council saying you are ready for
Painting Day!
